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In the world today, we are facing the worst refugee crisis 

since the end of World War II.  Those of us born in the 

United States cannot even imagine the experience of 

being forced to flee, or to choose what we may keep 

from our settled lives by how much we can carry on our 

back.  Sometimes there is not even time to stop and take 

one last look at the village or city street where you grew 

up.  Imagine having to leave everything behind in a hail 

of bullets and the sounds of people screaming.  Imagine 

landing somewhere in a place where you don’t know the 

language and the customs and everything is different, 

strange, foreign to you.   

Refugee resettlement is a ministry and mission of the 

United Church of Christ.  We partner with Church World 

Service, a coalition of humanitarian and religious groups, 

working together to welcome refugees.   If you want to 

support refugee families in your area, go to refugeesare-

Mission Moments:  Welcome the Refugee  

welcome.org to discover resources and ways your church can 

participate.

Important things congregations can do are: be informed 

about the refugee crisis, keep the needs and plight of refu-

gees in your prayers, and find ways to help, either through 

donating to One Great Hour of Sharing (ucc.org/oghs) or sup-

porting efforts to welcome refugees in your community.  

Oh God, whose love and presence knows no boundaries of 

race, or creed or language, we hold the hopes of people eve-

rywhere who seek safety for their children, shelter from the 

cold and food in hungry stomachs. May you protect the weak 

and assist us in finding ways to make your care visible. Amen.
